TECH TALK (on the local front)

Seat belts: Point of clarification. Seatbelt expiry dates apply as per manufacturer
specification for all national championship classes, ie Formula First. For other
classes the seatbelts may continue to be used up to another 5 years after the expiry
date providing they are still in good condition.

Wheel rim pattern:  Following some great work by Ray Ruthven, a pattern has
been made to check the profile of the Minilite alloy rims. Ray has had an alloy wheel
manufacturer provide an opinion that the wheel has adequate structural integrity for
our intended use if within the pattern profile. Note, that is not to say that in the event
a wheel has a different profile it is deemed unsafe. Rather it means, if your wheel
differs you may need other evidence to show it is of adequate strength.

Log book photos : Please remember to update photos in the back of your log book.
The picture should show car with correct current racing number and colours.

TECH TALK

HANS DEVICE

This slightly strange looking piece of equipment that is a HANS device is one of
Formula 1's most important safety innovations. Standing for Head and Neck Support
system, the HANS device works in conjunction with the driver's helmet and seatbelts
to drastically reduce the forces exerted on the head and neck during an accident.
This helps to reduce the risk of head and neck injuries, which are two of the most
common injuries in high-speed racing accidents.

"The HANS device essentially consists of a carbon fibre collar, two helmet tethers
and some lightweight foam padding,” explains Peter Hodgman, McLaren Racing's
Vehicle Technology Laboratory Manager. "In basic terms, it works by connecting a
driver's head more securely to the rest of his body. This helps to control the force
with which the head swings forward during the rapid deceleration of a major
accident. "Without a HANS device, although the torso is strapped securely to the
seat, the head is free to move about. In a high-speed crash, that forward movement
can be extremely violent, which is what causes the serious neck injuries. In extreme
impacts the driver's helmet can also hit the steering wheel or the cockpit edge."

The HANS device fits snugly over the driver's shoulders with the tall, central part
directly behind his helmet. The tethers are attached to anchors on the helmet's sides
using quick-release clips, and adjusted so that the driver can move his head enough
to drive comfortably. Once the driver is seated in the car, the seatbelts are tightened
so that they press down on the HANS device's two 'arms' and hold the collar in
place.

During an impact the amount of helmet movement is controlled by these tethers.
This dramatically reduces the energy absorbed by the driver's head and neck and
transfers the loading from the top of the spine to the forehead, which is far better
suited to taking the force. It also helps to prevent the driver's helmet from hitting the
steering wheel.

"The HANS collar was originally developed in the mid-1980s by Dr. Robert Hubbard,
a professor of biomechanical engineering at Michigan State University in the USA "
recalls Hodgman. "The early versions worked well, but they were designed for use in
sports cars, so were too big and the wrong shape to be used in a Formula 1 cockpit
by a driver sat in a very 'prone' position. In 1997, Hubbard started working with
Mercedes-Benz to develop and evaluate HANS prototypes using a specially adapted
crash-test dummy sat in a single-seater monocoque mounted to a high-impact test
sled. "McLaren's involvement began in 1998," he continues. "Our job was to refine
the design and reshape it so that it would fit in a Formula 1 car, and was comfortable
for drivers to use for long periods of time without compromising the performance
developed in the sled tests." HANS device has been mandatory for all Formula 1
drivers since the start of the 2003 season.

BEHIND THE WHEEL

Without a steering wheel, even the world’s best Formula 1 drivers would find it hard
to display their talents. The modern wheel does much more than just steer the car,
however. Ostensibly, the purpose of a steering wheel is simple enough — to transmit
the driver’s input to the steered wheels of the vehicle in question — when that vehicle
is a Formula 1 car, however, simple is hardly an appropriate term. The steering
wheels currently used by Vodafone McLaren Mercedes’ drivers reflect the
revolutionary changes that have occurred in Formula 1 steering wheel design — as
well as technology in the sport as a whole — over the course of the past decade.

"The steering wheel of a modern Formula 1 car is one of the most intriguing parts
because it is so visible,” admits Steve Hallam, Head of Race Engineering at
Vodafone McLaren Mercedes. “Most visitors to the McLaren Technology or to the pit
facility at a race get an opportunity to hold the wheel and pull the gearshift levers —
the obvious bits. The majority of them then ask a perfectly logical question: ‘what do
all the buttons actually do?’ “Well, if | answered that fully, I'd be giving away too
many team secrets! | can say, though, that the steering wheel is a very complex
piece of kit, which allows our drivers to perform a number of tasks aside from the
wheel’s intended purpose — steering the car.”

Indeed, even as recently as 1992, the steering wheel on a Formula 1 car was a
relatively plain, straightforward piece of equipment, round in shape, with a metal
plate at the centre to attach it to the steering column, and generally no more than
three buttons — one for selecting neutral, one for releasing liquid through a tube in
the helmet for the driver to replenish his fluid levels and one for the radio. The
advent of complex electronic systems in Formula 1 throughout the 1990s changed



all that, though, and a plethora of different functions began to be controlled by
buttons and dials, placed on the steering wheel for ease of access by the drivers
while racing. The onset of semi-automatic gear systems in the early 1990s heralded
the arrival of ‘paddle-shift’ gear levers, mounted behind the steering wheel, which
negate the need for the driver to remove his hands from the wheel to select a gear.
This eliminates the possibility of a driver missing a gear, therefore increasing the
smoothness and improving the timing of gearshifts.

Engine mapping, traction control and the advent of launch control programs that
optimised the race start procedure all required various buttons and toggle switches
to enable the driver to fine-tune his car’s settings while on-track. Modern Formula 1
steering wheels typically now include a clutch paddle, as this is only used when the
car is leaving the garage, and eliminating the clutch pedal allows the car designers
to further optimise the packaging of components in the footwell.

The steering wheel is one of the most complex and high-tech parts of a Formula 1
car, with a typical wheel controlling at least 12 further functions in addition to actually
steering the wheels. In spite of the confidentiality surrounding the functions
controlled by the many buttons on the Vodafone McLaren Mercedes steering wheel,
here is a full guide to their secrets.

How Are They Made?

The manufacture of any part on a Formula 1 car is a complex process, and the
steering wheel is no exception. Many different lightweight materials are used in its
manufacture, including carbon fibre, aluminium, titanium, steel, rubber and plastic,
and a complete steering wheel can take approximately 100 hours to produce from
start to finish.

With the average steering wheel controlling as many as 12 separate parameters on
the car, there is a large number of components, buttons and switches that have to
be fitted during the manufacturing process — some 120 separate items in all. Yet,
despite the myriad of materials and parts that make up each completed wheel, the
weight of the finished unit, as fitted to the car, is just 1.3 kilograms.

During the season, a minimum of five steering wheels are constructed for each of
the team’s two race drivers. Of these, three remain with the race team while two are
held with the test team. In addition, test driver Pedro de la Rosa has four wheels per
season; two are kept with the race team and two for testing, whilst Gary Paffett has
three steering wheels that travel with the test team at all times. However, during any
specific Formula 1 season, more steering wheels will have to be manufactured,
because it is a Vodafone McLaren Mercedes policy that, when one of its drivers
finishes a grand prix on the podium, the wheel from his car is removed and its
history documented. It will then go into storage as a valuable souvenir of the team’s
success, never to be used again.

FIRST RACE REPORT: Round One, Taupo 24/25 October

(courtesy of Dennis Martin, Sabre Motorsport)

The first IRC Meeting took place at Taupo over Labour weekend.
Sabre was running 6 of the 23 cars entered.

Friday testing was difficult as we were combined with the Suzuki Sport class. Most of
these cars proving to be very slow through the infield holding up the Formula First
cars in the twisty bits. There was a couple of sessions red flagged so by lunch time
we had only completed 6 laps of testing.

Qualifying Saturday morning saw Shepherd one pole from Hodgson, Vincent, Hellier
and John Young, so Sabre had two cars in the top 5.

Race one started evenly and Speedsport Scholarship winner Aaron Hodgson moved
into the lead on lap one. Shepherd and Hodgson appeared to have an advantage
over the rest. Shepherd used all his experience to slip stream past on the last lap to
take the win by .111 of a second from Hodgson, Hardy, Gaskin, Hellier and Young.

The team had a lot of work to do Saturday night as two cars were involved in
incidents requiring long rebuilds.

Race two Sunday morning was again a tight run between Shepherd and Hodgson
but on the last lap Vincent got the run on the pair and everyone held their breath as
the trio headed into the chase. It was a credit to all that they all got through Hodgson
got a good run to the line just missing the win by .089 from Vincent. Shepherd third
from Hellier, Young and King.

Race three was a farce. Hodgson missed second gear off the line dropping to 6.
On lap three car 16 crashed losing a wheel in the chase. The race was red flagged,
a grid order was sent down from race control but the grid marshalls had six cars out
of place after the restart Hodgson worked his way up to second by flag fall, so he
appeared to have three second place finishes on debut, until the protests came out
over the grid order. In my opinion the result would have been the same even if the
grid had been correct but the Stewards decided using rule NSC77 A & N to declare
the race at lap three, dropping Hodgson back to 4th and John Young to 6". Under
the circumstances there was probably little else they could have done, but | have
never seen this rule applied in my 40 years in the sport. Next round is Pukekohe
Thunder in the Park 5/6th December.



FIRST RACE REPORT: Round One, Taupo 24/25 October

Shepherd Dominates Formula First Opener. It was business as usual for Michael
Shepherd’'s Go Rentals Formula First team as they continued their winning way at
Taupo'’s season opener on the weekend.

The Go Rentals / Inov8 sponsored Shepherd, qualified fastest on Saturday after
suffering issues on Friday that resulted in the backup engine being transplanted in
time for qualifying. The 30 year old 3 time Formula First Champion dominated
qualifying, posting a time that would see him start from pole for all three races over
the weekend.

Race One saw Shepherd get a great start, only to have the 2009 Scholarship winner
Aaron Hodgson catch and pass him down the main straight on the opening lap.
Shepherd seemed to struggle to hold onto the back of Aaron as the last lap board
came out, but Shepherd had timed his run perfectly and shot past the rookie to win
by the normal Formula First margin of less than a second. Hodgson finishing a very
fine second with Tauranga based hard-charger Simon Hardy finishing third in his first
race back after taking a season off to build a new chassis.

Race Two on Sunday was the best race of the weekend with the top three pulling
away from the field. On the final lap Shepherd was perfectly placed in second spot
ready to use the slip stream to get into the lead, however Hodgson went with
Shepherd towards the outside of the straight handing third placed Andrew Vincent
(driving lan Fosters championship winning car from last season) the inside line into
the final set of corners. Shepherd and Vincent gave each other room as they went
two abreast through the final three turns only inches apart (fantastic Formula First
racing!). The run to the line was a three way battle as Hodgson tactfully changed his
line to get a fast exit and almost did enough to beat Vincent to the line for the win.
Vincent winning his first ever Formula First race with Shepherd third.

Shepherd said “It was a great race with both Hodgson and Vincent driving clean and
fair. | was in the perfect position to win that one and 9 times out of 10 | would have
but Aaron left the door open on the inside which affectively handed Vincent the
inside line and the win.”

Race three was very messy with a crash on lap three bringing out the red flag. At the
time, Shepherd was leading but he had suffered from a minor hit from Jamie Gaskin
which bent his gear linkage. Luckily the restart was a rolling one for Shepherd, as
the lights went out with four laps to run, but without second gear for turn one
Shepherd was very slow and vulnerable. However, at the restart the Go Rentals
machine was very wide and no one managed to sneak past, with Shepherd

eventually pulling away towards the end of the race to win by a solid margin from
Aaron Hodgson and Ryan Hellier.

“l was stoked to win that race” said Shepherd. “Without second gear | felt like a
sitting duck coming out of turn one and knew | had no option but to lead from the
front and just go for it. Getting third gear was tough also, as | had to change gear
forcefully in the last few laps.” Stewards of the meeting however decided to override
the result and declare the race finish as at lap three (the last completed lap before
the red flag), due to the fact that several cars were in the wrong position for the
restart. This gifted the race victory to Vincent, Shepherd officially finished second
with a solid third to Ryan Hellier.

“Although | am disappointed about not being awarded the points for winning the
race, Vincent was clearly robbed of a few places on the grid that would have
affected his final position in the race” said Shepherd. At the end of the day the
officials had no choice but to do what they did and ironically it means | extended my
championship lead as a result.
